NEW CHORDS
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in alphabetical order

Our new chords are called minor chords, A minor, (or Am), and E minor (Em). They may sound melancholy, sad, wistful, or reflective. Remember major chords sounded happy…

A, C, D and G are our major chords so far. Try mixing up the chords to change quickly between them. Here are some popular praise/worship guitar chord patterns…

1) G / / / C / / / D / / / C / / / 

2) G / / / Em / / / C / / / D / / / 

3) Am / G / D / / / 

Try changing between chords with four strums, and chords with two strums each. The speed at which a song changes chords is what we call movement, and can have a direct effect on the listener. If we stay on the same chord for a while, it’s easy to lose someone’s interest, but if we change chord every beat it can be unsettling. 

Next time you listen to music, try listening objectively for major and minor chords in the music. 
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
