The first of these is a D chord with an F# root, the second is C with an E root, ie, a C chord with an open E at the top. Some people use their thumb to play the F# with the D chord, whilst others prefer to use their second, third and fourth fingers to play the D, and their index finger to play the F# note. 

We also have C add 9 and D sus 2. C add 9 is the same shape as a G chord, but with the first and second fingers moved down a string each. D sus 2 is a D chord with an open 1st (E) string, ie, the second finger removed from the chord:

These chords are simple variations on the original C and D chords, where the composer has decided to vary the harmony at the top or the bottom of the chord, in order to provide variety, or to better fit the context of the melodic or harmonic sequence.
